Press the dough out 

into four individual pizzas. Place the pizza dough on parchment-lined baking sheets. Spread 1/4 cup of the tomato 

sauce evenly over each pizza dough. Sprinkle each pizza with 1 ounce of the grated cheese. Top the pizzas with 

whatever you wish and place in the oven. Bake the pizzas for 15 to 20 minutes or until golden brown. Remove the 

pizza from the oven and slice into 4 slices.
